It is important to identify and apply preventative measures early to reverse this trend.  The DISA method is based on Cognitive Behavioral Therapy.  It helps teenage girls to recognize, understand, deal with negative thought patterns and stress factors and prevents/reduces depressive tendencies.  DISA is an evidence based method developed by the Stockholm County Council Department of Mental Health.

Counseling is provided to students with disabilities if data and other information collected by the IEP team indicate counseling is necessary for them to benefit from their individual education program (IEP). This is especially true for students identified as EBD. This workshop will help districts and social workers in particular, develop strong CRS services which greatly contribute to improved student achievement. The presenter has developed a data driven process for determining need, frequency and focus for CRS. This process includes the administration of standardized instruments and a rubric. The purpose of this rubric is to provide guidance when determining a student’s need for counseling as a related service on their IEPs.
